Her first written 

work, TUMIT, was a one-woman show premiering under Akpik Theatre. A personal exploration 

of relationships and breaking cycles, TUMIT, meaning tracks in Inuktitut, took her storytelling 

one step further. Thoughts And Other Human Tendencies is Reneltta's first book. A collage of 

poetry exploring relations and culture from the perspective of a young Aboriginal woman finding 

her passions and the snippets of joy and pain that comes from the experience.
